Odawara Castle Donjon

Odawara Castle was maintained and
expanded by the Hojo Clan as its
central base of rule over the Kanto
region, and it is said to have been
prepared for siege by Hideyoshi
Toyotomi with an enclosure 9km long
encircling the land around the castle.

The Ishigakiyama name
comes from the fact that this
was built as the castle and
stronghold of Ishigaki in order
for Toyotomi Hidetoshi to
attack Hojo.

Chokozan Shotaiji

The large cherry tree here is famous.
It is 13m tall with a trunk
circumference of around 4.7m, and is
said to have been planted by Inaba
Masanori, a feudal lord in the Edo
period. It looks amazing when in
bloom from the end of March until the
beginning of April, its flowers hanging
like waterfalls.
